The origins of Sisante, an ancient village
in the province of Alorcon, goes back to the
pre Roman age. Because of the remains found
in what today is Sisante it is belived that in
this place, in Roman times there was a town
called Mediolum.

The village doesn'’t seem to have had its
own identity until the Christian re-population
after Alfonso VIII conquered' Cuenca in' the
year of 1177, staying under de marquisate
of Villena. Only by the vear of 1653 Sisante
becomes an independent village and it's only
after achieving it that its'most brilliant}
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SENDERO SISANTE,
CANADA REAL ENTRE OLIVOS Y VINEDOS

Podras recorrer un itinerario que te acercaré a la historiq, la
cultura, las tradiciones y el entorno natural de la poblacién
de Sisante. Durante el recorrido podrds apreciar los extensos
campos de laber, que tifien de color las inmensas llanuras
de la Manchuela, la Cafiada Real, que la cruza, y disfrutar
de la apacible ribera del rio Jacar en las cercanias de una
antigua minicentral. p
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El PR 72 recorre las tierras de labor al E de Sisante hasta
llegar al Rio Jacar. Tomamos la pista que conduce al Molino
de Viento, junto a la CUV-8306, en direccién E. Bordeamos
la Hoya Grande hasta el cruce de unién con la vuelta del
sendero. Seguimos por la derecha, bordeando el Campo de
Aviacién de la Guerra Civil y los Polvorines, de los que adn
quedan restos.

Tras un par de giros bruscos, el camino nos conduce hasta
el paraje de El Onceago, cruzamos la CUV-8307 y tomamos
la Canada Real de Andalucia hasta el punto neurélgico
del sendero. Continuamos por el Camino de El Concejo,
cruzamos el Trasvase Tajo-Segura y liegamos a la Vega de
El Concejo. Podemos acceder hasta la Minicentral, junto al
Rio Jacar; retornamos al camino principal y continuamos
por la Vega en direccién N.

Entramos en el término de El Picazo y conectamos con
el GR 64 y la Canada Real de Andalucia. Desde este punto
podemos visitar el Puente de San Benito, lugar emblemético
en la trashumancia. El camino principal sigue por la Cafnada
en direccion NW.

Cruzamos de nuevo el Trasvase y llegamos al cruce con el
Cordel de Extremadura. Desde aqui giramos hacia el S por
la Canada y entramos de nuevo en el término de Sisante;
pasamos junto al Area de descanso y continuamos hasta el
cruce principal.

Abandonamos la Cafiada Real y caminando hacia el W
volvemos a Sisante, bordeando el Campo de Aviacién por
su extremo N.

MUY IMPORTANTE:

El trazado propuesto, en forma de ocho, nos permite dos
opciones de recorrido en funcién del tiempo que dispongamos,
de la forma fisica, de la época del afio o de otra serie de factores

a tener en cuenta. El recorrido corto tiene una distancia de 14
km. y 700 m. més si nos acercamos al Area de Descanso de la
Canada Real.

Es un recorrido ideal para bicicleta de montafia, no sélo por su
longitud, sino también por el buen estado de las pistas y caminos.

SISANTE PATH, CANADA REAL BETWEEN
THE OLIVES AND THE VINEYARDS

You could follow an itinerary that will get you closer to
the history, culture, traditions and the natural environments
of the population of Sisante. During the route you could
appreciate the vast working fields, that colour the immense
plains of Manchuela, the Caiada Real that crosses it, and
enjoy the pleasant Jucar river bank in the proximity of an
old minicentral.

ITINERARY PR-CY 72

The PR 72 covers the lands to the East of Sisante till getting
to Jacar river.

We take the track that leads to Molino de Viento, along the
CUV-8306, direction East. We go around the Hoya Grande
until the junction with the return track. We go on on the right
side around what used to be the Aerodrome field during the
Civil War and the Powder Warehouses, of which there still are
some remains. After a couple of sudden turnings the path leads
us to the spot of El Onceago, we then cross the CUV-8307 and
take the royal Cattle Track of Andalucia (Cafiada Real de
Andalucia) until the key point of the path.

We keep walking along the track of El Consejo, we cross the
Tajo-Segura transvase and we arrive to Vega de El Consejo. We
can access to the Mini Hydraulic power station close to Jacar
River we get back to the main track and we follow by Vega
,direction North. We enter the end part of El Picazo and we
connect with GR 64 and the Cattle Royal Track of Andalucia
(Caiada Real de Andalucia).

From this point we can visit Saint Benedict’s Bridge (Puente de
San Benito) , a representative place of the transhumance tradition.
The main track follows the Cattle track direction Northwest.

We cross the Trasvase once again and we get to the cross
with Cordel de Extremadura. From here we turn South towards
the Cattle Track and we enter again the end part of Sisante;
we pass along the resting area and we keep on straight until
reaching the main junction. We leave the Royal Cattle Track
(Canada Real) walking forward west and will get back to
Sisante, rounding the aerodrome by its north extreme.

VERY IMPORTANT:

The proposed route, with the shape of an eight, allows us two
optional itineraries depending on the available time one has, on
the physical condition, on the season or on other factors that should
be taken into consideration. The short itinerary is 14Km long with

700 additional metres if we pass by the resting area of the Royal
Cattle Track (La Canada Real).

It's a perfect itinerary for mountain biking, not only because of its
length, but also because of the good condition of the tracks and paths.

City Hall

City hall rooms and prison in
ancient times, it was finished
in 1789 under the supervision
of D. Manuel de Vellan. Its
facade is clean and bright,
and its door lintel is crowned
by D. Carlos IV royal shield.

Palace House La Sevillana

It's a two floor XVII century
building, of Castilian construction.
Its grills belong to Castilion

style and they are of good
manufacturing, and in its main
facade we can find three shields
that show us the armouries of the
Mendozas and Cariiza-Losas.

Monastery of our Father Jesus
Nazarene (Convent of Clarisse
Nazarene sisters)

Finished in 1708 has a baroque
facade and a bell gable with
three bells. On the main door
we can find the drmouries of
the Marquis of Aitona and of
the Duque of Medinaceli.

Shelter, gunpowder warehouse
and Aerodrome field

Defence buildings, perfectly
camouflaged between the
cultivated fields, were used
during the civil war to protect
the aerodrome of Sisante
located in the area named La
Hoya Grande.

Royal Cattle Track

Cattle road, between

olive fields and vineyards,
where the cattle still passes
searching for pasture. Of
great sightseeing interest, the
Canada Real, offers visitors an
explosion of sensations in the
natural environment.
